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Challenges Facing China in the New World Order
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Prof. Paul Yip made a speech at the Joint
Committee for the Promotion of the Basic Law
of Hong Kong. The title of Prof. Yip's speech was
“Challenges Facing China in the New World Order”.
The past ten years could be considered a golden era
for China. However China is facing new challenges
in the next ten years. China has strong economic fies
with the US and Europe and potential recession in
these two regions would have a negative impact on
the Chinese economy. Internally, China must deal
with three major problems: people’'s demand for
more human rights, economic reform, and political
and social reform. Furthermore, the US has recently
announced its ambition of regaining its influence
of the Pacific region. This would surely bring new
conflicts in the region, and China must act wisely in
handling these conflicts.
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Disintegration of the Soviet Union: Reflections on China’s Development Model
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Prof. Paul Yip was on a frip from Beijing fo Moscow on
the Trans-Siberian Railway in August 2011, and upon
his return, he shared his reflections with members
of Hong Kong Chinese Culture Development
Association. Prof. Yip believed that Russia had made
fremendous development since the dissolution of
the Soviet Union, yet it was no longer a superpower.
While China should be cautious in handling itfs
relation with Russia, it should also learn from the
Russian experience and should not confront the
US directly. The Soviet Union’s engagement in a
difficult “mud wrestling” armament race with the
US and its struggle to become number one of the
world had, among other internal factors, led to its
disintegratfion at the end of last century. Avoiding
direct confrontation with the US would buy more

fime for China to develop into a stronger country.
